She directs 
the Carolina Alive Vocal Jazz Ensemble and Jazz Lab Band and teaches 
jazz theory and improvisation as well as jazz saxophone and voice at the 
University of South Carolina. She is a founding member of the South 
Carolina Jazz Masterworks Ensemble and a member of the Charleston 
Jazz Orchestra and has performed at national and international jazz and 
other music festivals. 

Lauren has been a featured soloist with symphony orchestras and 
concert bands throughout the US and has appeared in concert with Kurt 
Elling, Camille Thurman, Joe Lovano, Veronica Swift, Jon Faddis, Kenny 
Barron, Chris Potter, Jeff Coffin, Wycliffe Gordon, Tommy Igoe, Mike 
Steinel, Wayne Bergeron, the New York Voices, the Glenn Miller Orchestra, 
the Temptations, Maurice Williams and the Zodiacs, and Jesse Colin 
Young.
